CLIG Points allocation
Introduction:
The CGA currently offers two types of points.  International selection points which can be earned at the Canadian Open and regional CGA events, and NAIM points. Prior to fall 2010 NAIM points were earned in the winter or a CGA regional tournament.  Now the points earned at the winter cup are earned through CGA league play instead, and players can also earn international selection points.  This has two purposes.

· Encourage top players to join the CLIG

· Remove the need for players to play the winter cup online at the same time they are playing a CLIG session, which is a heavy playing load for some players.

We want to be careful that we don’t discourage players from making the effort to travel to the Canadian Open.
Mechanics of CLIG points:

The International points allocated at the CGA Open are 290/year spread over top 8 places (Maximum 80, minimum 10 points).  At a strong regional event a player might earn a maximum of 25 pts.Their points for the year are the maximum they earn at any event. 

The allocation of NAIM points here replaces the points earned at the winter cup. CGA regional tournaments and seeding points are the other ways to earn NAIM points.

The ING/Masters points for the year will be the sum of up to 6 individual awards.
CLIG International selection points
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For international selection points and NAIM master point players may count either their largest award from a CGA regional tournament, their total from all CLIG sessions, or their Canadian Open award/Seeding points as their total for a given year.  Since the top awards are still much larger at the open player still have strong incentives to attend the open, but the CLIG awards are large enough to be significant.  A player might earn the equivalent of 3rdth to 5th place at the Canadian Open through a dominating performance in the CLIG.
